CHANGE IN SCHEDULE DUE TO WEATHER

School Closing/Delay Information:  A possible school closing or two-hour delay is a difficult decision and is always based on student safety.  Whenever conditions warrant the delay or closing of school, parents are asked to monitor the local television and radio stations beginning at 6:00 AM.  Announcement will be “Kentwood Public Schools”.  Every attempt is made to have the information broadcasted no later than 6:30 AM.

In the event of a two-hour delay:

· Buses will pick up students two hours later than usual.

· All classes will begin two hours later than normal. Bell rings at 10:55 AM instead of 8:55 AM.

· Those students who are transported to other districts or KISD for special programs will also be delayed two hours.  Parents may choose to transport these students if an earlier arrival is desired.

· Breakfast will be served from 10:30 – 10:55 AM.

In the event of a school closing:

· ARCH and all practices and rehearsals are cancelled.  A decision will be made at 1:00 PM regarding contests and evening programs.

· There is no transportation to other districts.

REMEMBER TO DRESS FOR THE WEATHER!

The weather has changed and the kids go out for recess every day for fresh air and exercise! Layers work best for this time of year.  Please make sure that your child has the right kind of clothing and outerwear for the day.
