Within District Transfers

To better serve Kentwood Public School families in an efficient manner, district procedures have changed for parents who are requesting a change in their child’s placement for the 2015-16 school year.  Please be advised of the following process to ensure your request is given consideration:

1. Parents should pick up and return Within District Transfer (WDT) forms at your student(s) home building.

2. Parents who submit their WDT forms by May 22, 2015 will be notified in June when school has ended.

3. If a WDT form is submitted AFTER May 22, 2015, then parents will be notified whether their application was approved or disapproved AFTER registration is held in August 2015.
4. Parents may continue to submit WDT request forms during the summer months at the Kentwood Public Schools Administration Building at 5820 Eastern Avenue, Kentwood, Michigan.

Spring Testing
The new assessment called the Michigan Student Test of Educational Progress, or M-STEP, will begin when we return from Spring Break.  The testing window for the new assessment is much longer than the MEAP and will be taken on computers instead of paper and pencil.  Below is the assessment schedule:

5th grade:  Monday, April 13 – Friday, May 1

4th grade:  Monday, April 27 – Friday, May 15

3rd grade:  Monday, May 18 – Friday, June 5

Counselor’s Corner
Ways To Nurture Your Child – Part 1

Provide a safe, loving environment – this will help your child feel secure, gain confidence to explore new things and build trust in him- or herself and others.

· Give your child unconditional love and show affection often. Let your child know that you are always there for him or her.

· Create a daily routine but also allow room for schedule changes.

· Handle family issues in a positive and respectful way. Reassure your child that they are loved – especially during difficult times.

· Don’t allow your child to witness violence at home or in the media.

Spend time with your child every day – even when time is limited, quality time together will help strengthen your bond and teach your child how to be a good friend. Some ways you can spend time with your child are:

· Eat meals as a family and limit distractions during this time.

· Play games, read books, and listen to music.

· Do arts and crafts.

· Be active – take walks, or learn a sport or exercise.

Talk openly and honestly 

· Remove distractions and give your child your full attention and show an interest when they are talking to you.

· Share your values and beliefs while also respecting your child’s opinions, beliefs, and feelings.

· Ask about your child’s day and offer advice when they have had a difficult time.

· Be honest about your own strengths and weaknesses.

Help build your child’s self-esteem and confidence

· Praise your child’s accomplishments and efforts often.

· Encourage new things.

· Let your child make mistakes and encourage your child to not give up on difficult tasks.

Help your child recognize and control emotions – for example, teach your child how to:

· Use words to share feelings and express their needs.

· Calm down when emotions become overwhelming.

· Accept that disappointments and change are a part of life.

· Find “silver linings” in difficult situations.

· Seek out a trusted adult if he or she needs help.
