Davenport University Scholarship 

Application Information Sheet

Please read this information sheet in its entirety prior to filling out the application.

Scholarship Description:  The KPSEF Davenport University Scholarship is awarded to a graduating senior who intends to enter Davenport University.
Application Deadline:  The completed application is due March 1 unless that date occurs on a weekend.  In that case the application is due on the Monday following March 1.

Requirements:

· Applicant must be a senior student in the Kentwood Public Schools system and be eligible to graduate in the year the application is submitted.

· Applicant must be admitted to Davenport University.  A copy of acceptance letter must be included with the application.

· To activate the scholarship, the student must enroll at Davenport within the academic year following her/his high school graduation. 
· Student must submit an essay on the topic of Establishing a Community of Caring and Development.  In this essay the student should give examples of her/his participation in activities and/or organizations that help improve the Kentwood schools and the Kentwood community in general.
· The Davenport Community of Caring and Development Grant can be used toward tuition, books, and routine fees. It can also be combined with other Davenport scholarships for which the student might be eligible.
· The grant is not renewable.  The full amount will be disbursed to the recipients' Davenport account during the first academic year that the student is enrolled.
· Applicant must have a minimum of 2.0 grade point average.

· Applicant is expected to use proper English, punctuation, spelling, and good logic.

· Applicant must include a copy of the first trimester senior year report card.  Do not send a  copy of your transcript.

· Applications must be typed.  Hand written applications will not be considered.

· Applications must include two letters of recommendation.

· Applications must be signed and dated.  Unsigned applications will not be accepted.

· Applications must be received on or before March 1 except as noted above.

Procedures:

· All scholarship applications will be acted upon by the Board of Directors of the Kentwood Public Schools Education Foundation.  All decisions will be final.

· Applications not meeting all of the above listed requirements will not be accepted.

The scholarship award will be presented during the Student Honors Convocation.
