Facts about Credits

Every class you take is a % credit
You need 22 credits to earn a diploma at EKHS

If all classes are passed in a year -- you will earn 6 credits
You must have 5 credits to become a sophomore next year
o This means that you will return as a freshman next year if you fail 3 or more classes during your
freshman yeatr.
o If you have 4.5 credits or less you will be a 9th grader again next year and attend classes at the
Freshman Campus.
